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Licensing updates are always on our mind at the TBCE, but
have been front and center this month as we implemented
two-year (2) biennial renewals March 1, 2018, for all
licensees eligible to renew for the 2018-2020 renewal
period.

The biennial renewal fee, if received on or before your
expiration date, is $300. This change was part of Senate Bill
304, the agency’s Sunset Bill passed during last year’s
legislative session.

As part of our upgrades to the renewal system, licensees
are now able to print a certificate of their license upon
conclusion of the online renewal. With the addition of this
feature, the agency will no longer be mailing a certificate. If
you require a professionally printed copy, you can submit
that request with a $10 processing fee through the online
renewal portal.

Moving forward, the 16-hour requirement of approved continuing
education, including all mandatory board hours, must be met at
the time of your FIRST biennial renewal.

Biennial License Renewal

Upon renewal in 2020, all licensees must
complete a full 32 hours of continuing
education (16 hours per year).

As previously announced, those DCs who were
first licensed before September 1, 2004, must
complete a statutory background check
requirement within 90 days after their most
recent license  expiration date. This
requirement will only need to be completed
one time. This requirement began September
1, 2017, so any licensees whose next renewal
is due on or after that date must complete the
background check before their license lapses.

Click on the following links for instructions
regarding in-state or out-of-state applicants.
Payment of a $37.00 fee is required to process
the background check.

Texas licensees can make an appointment to
have fingerprints scanned at

Out-of-state licensees will need to contact
licensing@tbce.state.tx.us to obtain a hard
card and proceed with enrollment through
IdentoGo by MorphoTrust USA.

A CHL or background check from another
state agency CANNOT be used to meet this
requirement. This is due to a prohibition
against sharing confidential information
between agencies. Licensees will need to be
fingerprinted under the TBCE's unique ORI
number (11G613). The statutory requirement
for criminal background checks can be found
in the Texas Chiropractic Act, Tex. Occ. Code,
Title 3, §201.313.

If that commitment were truly effective, of
course, no patient encounter would ever
disappoint, and no service would ever result
in @a complaint.

Here are three steps you can take to put you
on the right path. One, make a commitment.
Maintain “constancy of purpose” and reinforce
this concept regularly so that you and your
staff will never trade quality for short-term
profits. Two, track mistakes. Define exactly
what “quality” is in your practice and
implement a system to gauge achievement

manufacturing company
finds a defect in one of its
products and announces a
recall, sales and production
will  tend to decrease
because trust will be lost.
This is a much simpler
concept than we find in the
book, Zen and the Art of
Motorcycle Maintenance,
wherein Phaedrus invests
years of study to understand
why dividing the world into
subjective and objective
spheres does not appropriately encompass
human experience, so he places those realms
in subordination to a new concept which he
terms “Quality,” but I digress.

The Texas Board of Chiropractic Examiners is
responsible for enforcing standards of
practice, so I feel compelled to promote
quality of service as a means of elevating the
profession to meeting and exceeding these
standards. Every chiropractor likes to think
that he or she has a commitment to quality.

such as with patient
satisfaction questionnaires.
Three, invest in training.
Take personal responsibility
for training your staff so
that they can become good
stewards of your practice
and meet your quality goals.

I recommend that vyou
commit at least ten minutes
of every weekly staff
meeting to discuss
standards of practice as
outlined in the Board Rules. Start with
Chapter 77 and then work through Chapter
78. Spend plenty of time discussing each
individual rule. Remember that to achieve a
reputation of quality, each staff member first
must be aware and fully understand the
standards which serve as the foundation of
your practice.
